SATELLITE AND CABLE POLICY 

POLICY FOR INSTALLING CABLE TV, SATELLITE DISHES, OR ANY OTHER CABLE FOR ALL COMPLEXES:

1. One line per building to gable end.

2. Line must be run overhead or underground to gable end.  Then through attic into apartment.  Line can run through ceiling to desired location also.

3. All charges will be at the resident’s expense.  Any cables ran incorrectly will be removed.

4. Satellite dishes may be installed behind the apartments or at the side on poles in a line of the same height so they will have a uniform appearance.

5. Dishes may not be installed in the front.

6. All lines leading to the apartment from the dish must be buried.

7. Dishes may not be attached to the building or the roof.

8. Any damages due to the installation or removal of a satellite dish will be the responsibility of the resident and charges will be imposed against the residents account.

9. The resident will be responsible for notifying the company from which he/she is purchasing the dish of these rules and regulations.

10. As stated in every resident’s lease, no changes or additions are to be made to the apartment without written consent from Management.
